Judgment:

After having reviewed and perused the
Documents and after deliberation:

Whereas the appeal has fulfilled all its formal
requirements, therefore it is admissible in
form.

The facts are summed up, in brief, appear as
follows:

The Respondent filed the lawsuit No. (ARB-
023-2021) before the Dubai International
Financial Centre Courts to ratify the
arbitration award No. DL19240 issued by
the London International Arbitration Court
at Dubai International Financial Centre;

The Appellant also filed the lawsuit 32/2021
Commercial (invalidity of arbitration award)
before the esteemed Dubai Appeal Court,
against the above-mentioned Respondent,
demanding the decision upon the invalidity
of the arbitration award, as aforementioned,
and hence the appellant has kindly requested
the esteemed tribunal issue and adjudge as
follows:
First:

Adjudge in non-competence

and non-jurisdiction of Dubai
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competence to peruse the

current dispute.

Second: Oblige Dubai International
Financial Centre Courts in
ceasing the tackling such
lawsuit and cancel any
executive actions on the
arbitration award, place of
dispute and nay procedures

relevant to the said lawsuit.

Third: Oblige the Respondents to
pay the fees and charges of
this appeal.

Whereas despite the fact that Dubai

International Financial Centre and Dubai

International Financial Arbitration Centre

and London International Arbitration are

totally independent, but, however, Dubai

International Financial Arbitration Centre

has been an entity existing at Dubai

International Financial Centre, and hence the

Dubai International Financial Centre Courts

shall be competent to control the arbitration

award, aforementioned, and not Dubai

Courts. Therefore, the Cassation should be

Dismissed
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For all aforementioned reasons, the

judiciary tribunal adjudges:

(1) The Cassation should be
Dismissed.
(2) The Dubai International

Financial Centre Court shall be
competent to peruse the

lawsuit.

(3) The Dubai Courts shall cease
perusing of the lawsuit No.
32/2021 Commercial (Invalidity
of Arbitration Award).

(4) The Appellant shall pay the
expenses and an amount of Two
Thousand Dirham against
advocacy fees, while

confiscating the deposit.
