After having reviewed and pursued the document
and after deliberation, the Application has fulfilled
its formal requirements, thus, it is admissible in

form.

The Applicant this application before the judicial
tribunal to resolve the conflict of jurisdiction
between the DIFC Courts and the judicial
authorities in the Emirate of Dubai and submitted

that:

Mr. Fouad Abdullah Baraheem passed away on
14/9/2003 and his inheritance was limited to his
two adult sons, the Claimant and his full brother
Walid, in accordance with the legal notification No.
577/2003 Muslims issued by the Dubai Court of
First Instance on 22/9/2003.

An estate file was opened for the deceased and
No. 385/2003 -

inheritance, to inquire about the money and

registered under Muslim
property of the deceased within the country, and
on 1/11/2022, the Claimant submitted a request
to HE the Inheritance Judge, stating that he was
aware of the existence of an investment account in
the name of his late father with (UBS) under No.
(61700-01) holding an amount of USD 5,486,374
and an amount of GBP 1,765,809, and the
Claimant requested the Court of Inheritance to
address the bank's branch in the Dubai
International Financial Center to transfer the

amounts to the Court’s treasury, towards the
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estate. However, the bank is yet to respond to the

Court.

Upon the registration of a settlement case No.
432/2023 -Muslim inheritance, and the decision
of His Excellency the supervising judge dated
21/2/2024, that after perusal and due to the
inability to reach a settlement, those who wish
from the Claimant heirs are permitted to file a
statement of claim in the dispute between them (a
civil, private estate case) before the Lawsuit
Management Office, including the subject of the
dispute, the requests and their supporting
evidences, provided that the case management
office, after collecting the fee, shall prepare and
manage the claim in accordance with the legal
procedures prescribed by the Civil Procedures Law

of the UAE, Federal Decree-Law No. 42 of 2022.

A civil estate lawsuit No. 30 of 2024 was
registered, and the claim was deliberated in the
sessions in which a judgment was issued in the
session of 28/5/2024, which ruled in presence:
the cCourt lacked jurisdiction to hear the lawsuit
and ordered the plaintiff to pay the expenses and
10% of its fees and the amount of five hundred
dirhams as costs.

The Court based its ruling on the fact that (the
license issued to the defendant bank was from the
Dubai International Financial Centre, and therefore
the Centre alone has jurisdiction to adjudicate all

lawsuits and requests related to its entities)).

accordance with the legislation in force.

Article 4 of Decree No. 29 of 2024 on the Judicial

Tribunal for the resolution of conflict of
jurisdiction between the DIFC Courts and the
Judicial Authorities in the Emirate of Dubai
stipulates that the Judicial Tribunal shall assume

the following functions and powers:

1- Determining the competent judicial
authority to hear any lawsuit or request
where may arise, regarding its
consideration, a conflict of jurisdiction
between the Centre’s courts and any of the

Judicial authorities.

2- Determining the judgment to be
enforceable in the event of conflicting
rulings issued by the Center's courts and
other judicial authorities in the lawsuits of
the same litigants and in the same subject

of the dispute.

3- Any other functions or powers assigned

to it by the Ruler or the President.
